Minutes: January 7, 2014

Public Present: 
Mr. Miner called the meeting to order at 7:08 P.M. He explained that this meeting had originally been noticed for January 2, 2014 but had been postponed due to weather. All members present will be voting members.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Benton moved, seconded by Mr. Babcock, to approve the December 5, 2013 regular meeting minutes as amended and to waive the reading of the minutes. Motion passed. 
New Applications: none
Continued Applications: none

Public Hearing – Zoning Amendments: The public hearing was opened at 7:15 P.M. There being no public present, the hearing was closed at 7:16 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Shambaugh, with a second by Mr. Benton.

Discussion: The Board reviewed the editorial changes recommended by Counsel Walter Mitchell. It was agreed that the intent of the Home Occupation change would allow a home business to take place on the dwelling property and not just in the dwelling structure and the proposed language was clarified to reflect that intent. Mr. Shambaugh moved, seconded by Mr. Babcock, to adopt the amendments as proposed and amended for submission to the Town Clerk for inclusion on the 2014 Ballot. Motion passed. The language will be forwarded to the Town Clerk and the Selectmen’s Office by the February 4, 2014 deadline. No second hearing is required.

Public Hearing  Subdivision & Site Plan Regulation Amendments: The public hearing was opened at 7:25 P.M. There being no public present, the hearing was closed at 7:26 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Shambaugh, with a second by Mr. Benton.

Discussion: The Board reviewed the editorial changes recommended by Counsel Walter Mitchell. They agreed that the subdivision language requiring state septic approval as part of an application submission should be deleted; it is properly located in the application review section. The Board also agreed that the statutory language for appeals included in both the site plan and subdivision regulations could be deleted and replaced by a reference to the statute specific to appeals. Mr. Shambaugh moved, seconded by Mr. Babcock, to adopt the Subdivision and Site Plan Regulation amendments as presented and amended. Motion passed. The changes will be forwarded to the Selectmen’s Office for distribution to all parties and placement on the town web site. No second hearing is required.
Board Business 
Berkowitz Subdivision Performance Security - update: Mr. Shambaugh recused himself from the discussion since he had not been present for the December 5, 2013 meeting. Mr. Miner provided a short re-cap of the December meeting, at which the Board amended the 07/05/12 approval of the Subdivision Application. The Applicants were given the option of submitting a performance security for the road construction, or completing the road subject to town road standards following a final satisfactory site inspection. The Applicants have indicated that they will take the second option to build the road prior to final approval of the subdivision application and signing of the plats for recording. 
Berkowitz Steep Slopes Performance Security - update: Mr. Miner stated that the Board needs to finalize the Steep Slopes Application by setting the performance security for the steep slopes stabilization. Josh McAllister, H.E. Bergeron, has revised his recommendation based on the Board’s understanding that the steep slopes area is determined prior to cut and fill work. The recommended security amount is $55,800. Mr. Benton clarified that the entire security will be held until a year after construction is complete and upon a final satisfactory site inspection. Mr. Miner noted that the type of security has not been determined at this time. Mr. Benton moved, seconded by Mr. Paine, to accept the recommendation of $55,800 for steep slopes stabilization for the Elliott Berkowitz Living Trust & Nancy Berkowitz Living Trust Steep Slopes Application. Motion passed. Mr. Miner noted that this finalizes the 11/04/10 motion to approve the Steep Slopes Application.
Brown Site Plan Application: Mr. Miner reviewed the email from Don Brown who requested guidance based on his 06/20/13 approval which expired on 12/31/13. Mr. Brown noted that he has not had any outside events since the approval for operating an event hosting and catering business at 12 Main Street. Mr. Shambaugh moved, seconded by Mr. Benton, to amend the Site Plan Application approval granted on 06/20/13 making the expiration date 12/31/14 and subject to review and renewal at the January 2015 meeting. Motion passed. 
Village Parking & Village Zoning District: Discussion to be held on 01/16/14. Mr. Yeager provided a brief review of potential parking areas in the center of town.
Road Regulations: There was general discussion of potential methods for having two road standards in order to maintain the rural atmosphere and open space of the town.
