Mr. Miner called the meeting to order at 7:09 P.M. 
A Notice of Lot Merger was signed by Mr. Miner for the William & Silke Hoffman Amended & Reinstated Living Trust, merging lots R11-41 (115 Schoolhouse Road) and R11-41A (118 Schoolhouse Road).

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Benton moved, seconded by Mrs. Dolan to approve the July 17, 2014 meeting minutes as amended and to waive the reading of the minutes. Motion passed.
Board Business 
Village Parking: Ms. Huff will provide a draft parking agreement at a future meeting.
Village Zoning District: The revised language was reviewed, in concert with comments from Laura Spector-Morgan, Mitchell Municipal Group.
· The Definitions were approved with a slight modification

· All District designations were changed to singular rather than plural where appropriate
· Multiple Unit Structures: Discussion relative to the requirements of site plan review for multiple unit structures

· Uses Allowed by Special Exception: The PB discussed other possible uses that could be allowed by the special exception process. Auto repair and nursing home were added to the list.
· 150-105: May need to be amended subject to review by counsel.

· 150-125, Lot frontage: Counsel advised that any requirement more than 80’ must be specified. It was agreed to use 160’ as the maximum.

Village Zoning District Brochure: Ms. Lamb suggested including a graphic of buildings in the center as well as several minor edits. She wrote a change for a portion of the narrative, which she will provide to Ms. Huff. 
Accessory Dwelling Units: It was agreed that this language should be available for the informational meetings. Ms. Lamb, referencing articles she has found on-line, spoke to the benefits of ADUs, which could be in a principal or accessory structure, and included rental units. She felt strongly about restricting the size or location of an ADU to too great an extent. Mrs. Dolan, while in general agreement, felt that the PB needed to proceed carefully to make sure that unintended consequences don’t result. Mr. Miner suggested that the town has always voted to prohibit two separate dwellings on a property, which would support requiring ADUs to be an attached unit to an existing structure. Mr. Benton agreed, noting that proceeding slowly might be more prudent, with changes made in future years if needed.
Adjournment: Mr. Berg moved, seconded by Mr. Paine, to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 P.M. Motion passed.
