Dear SandwichLot Families and Players -- Prospects, Rookies and Veterans alike:


Last year’s spring letter threw everyone a knuckleball -- and threw me (abashed author of that spring letter) for a bit of a loop.  For you see, before I “got my diagnosis” late last February, I thought -- no, it was more the easeful assumption every athlete at one time or another will admit to -- I’d be pitching and catching and coaching and teaching and even running the bases like Roadrunner (front foot, inside corner) until I was at least ninety-nine.    

It wasn’t that I was Satchel Paige, either.  It was that I was Coach T, the guy with the bionic arm and the heartfelt sense of humor, and that SandwichLot, my proud little baseball program that could, was going to keep nurturing, developing, encouraging and praising baseball-loving youngsters, as the storybooks say, forever and ever and ever -- or at least until the very last infield-grass-grazing cow came home.


A cynic would call this hubris or foolishness or both.  A baseball player, who treats almost everything as a knuckleball, would call it hope.  


Last August twenty-three SandwichLotters and a motley supportive cast of parents, grandparents, neighbors and at least three dog-walkers gathered on Quimby Field for a two-day baseball extravaganza I called a “Mini-Clinic.”  It was, literally, the most I could do.  But the willing and plucky and spirited twenty-three who showed up -- they brought the fuel and the fire.  And what a bold and bright conflagration they made.


I thought about that fuel and fire all through my treatment.  Through the onset and slinking-away of fall, through the ice-crackling uncertainty of winter and the first bold green up-shoots of spring.  I thought, too, about joy and exuberance and generosity, which baseball itself inspires; I thought about all the players I’ve coached over forty years, all the wisdom and perspective I’ve accrued -- every last drop of it involving a player-to-coach bequeathing, and not the other way around; I thought, finally, about how baseball so perfectly mirrors, in its moments of seriousness and silliness, halcyon quiet and whirling-dervish wild, the temperament and temerity and timelessness of a child.  And I reminded myself again and again:  SandwichLot was founded on an unshakeable belief in the importance of childhood, as well as on the notion that baseball, presented as it ought to be, could make a forever sort of difference in countless young lives.


Spread the news, then — or cast (if you prefer something a little more organic) the grass seed:  SandwichLot is back!  Coach T is still bionic -- or at least fairly certain he can still hit the catcher’s glove with an age-appropriate fastball ninety-seven percent of the time.  And Quimby Field in delightful Center Sandwich, NH, will once again know the sounds of effort and enthusiasm, ever-flowing encouragement and full-throated praise.  I have attached our 2016 schedule, an assortment of important “philosophical” pages, and the usual I-hope- not-too-confusing application forms.  Read through everything as carefully as you can.  Here’s hoping you’ll be able to join us this summer for baseball at its divinest.

SANDWICHLOT 2016:  AN OVERVIEW


Since its inception in 2001, SandwichLot has aimed to be nothing short of a thorough exploration, almost a brown study, of the game we know as baseball.  A cerebral combination of  “field work” and freewheeling play — practice and praxis, one could fairly say — SandwichLot brings all of baseball’s aspects -- hitting, throwing, fielding, baserunning, pitching, catching, etc., and all of the forms and subtleties of the baseball body in action:  balance, timing, footwork, the whole physiological shebang — into full-blown view.   With every drill we do, every skill we master, every facet of the game we work to buff and polish -- all eventually comes together in the service of an education that is everything baseball and a little something extra besides.  What is that mysterious something, and how is it instilled?  Here’s what one dedicated sideline grandparent wrote about our program several years ago:  


You sit and watch and though you’re watching baseball it becomes very clear almost immediately you’re watching
much more.  You’re watching kids discovering passion for something for the very first time.  You’re watching them think, really, beyond any sort of thinking they’ve ever been asked to do before.  You’re watching them take to genuine effort almost effortlessly, and then surrender themselves in the best possible way to notions of team, selflessness, fair play. I’ve been watching from the sidelines for years, and every summer results in a sort of apotheosis:  the kids leave the field on that final day genuinely fortified — with knowledge that will last them a lifetime, with an experience they’ve truly been part and parcel of.  But they also leave happy as I’ve ever seen happiness, because they’ve been noticed and acknowledged and praised and entrusted.  Baseball, that is, is now something they care about, because they’ve been shown precisely what baseball is and, most important, just how it should be cared for.  Their hearts are energized and full.
WHAT’S A SANDWICHLOTTER, ANYWAY?


Though we are open to coaching and mentoring any boy or girl regardless of personality, disposition, degree of interest in the game, etc., we freely admit (and advise all potential SandwichLot families to consider) that our main program is not for everyone.  The ideal SandwichLotter is the kid who brings to the field, every day, in an almost superabundance, the following seven qualities:  FOCUS, HUSTLE, DESIRE, ENTHUSIASM, DILIGENCE, GAMESMANSHIP, and — most important of all — A WILLINGNESS TO LEARN.


Those seven qualities notwithstanding, SandwichLot and its related programs are open to any boy and girl ages 8-13 who, regardless of baseball experience, potential or ability, wants to learn to play baseball the right way and, in the midst of that process, is open to becoming the best sort of baseball teammate he or she can be.  We work to give each and every participant our fullest attention, and we are roundly dedicated to the idea that baseball and summer, tossed with care into one big salad bowl, are the perfect ingredients for fun.  We’ve also discovered through the years that baseball as we believe in it often leads to unforeseen blossomings and successes further on down the line.

CALLING SPENCER, RUSSELL, RILEY, JESSICA, et al.

This year we will offer the usual SandwichLot menu, but with this unusual one-time-only twist:  Any former SandwichLotter who is now fourteen years old (and therefore technically ineligible for “on the field” action) will be allowed to participate this summer — fully dressed, as it were — in our main program.  Call it the Special Veteran Clause.  We implement it for three sound reasons.  First, it’s our way of making up — to longtime SandwichLot loyalists and their players — for an unexpected lost year.   Second, it allows a handful of SandwichLot “Old Timers” a chance to close out an official “senior year” in style, and to once again dazzle us with their hustle, their know-how, and their diamond-shaping skills.  Third, it will allow our most veteran players — often our most effective mentors — another chance to lead and to teach and to inspire with the customary care and conscientiousness that distinguishes SandwichLot from all other baseball programs, big and small.

SANDWICHLOT CORNERSTONES

Cornerstone 1:  Desire  
We believe a kid should choose to play baseball.  SandwichLot is predicated on the notion that baseball, if it is to be played honorably and well and with more than the usual brochure-promised “fun,” requires a willingly attentive group of participants.  Or, to put it somewhat differently:  Give us eighteen joyous acolytes, a few bats and one reasonably round white ball, and we’ll give you a ballgame to remember.  We want the kids we coach to give of themselves on the ball field and, so doing, discover by season’s end how much baseball has given back to them.  

Cornerstone 2:  Acknowledgment  
Every player we coach, regardless of skill level, disposition, reputation or potential, deserves to be recognized for all he is and all he has to offer.  SandwichLot, after all, is about giving every player chance after chance after chance to experience baseball in all its majesty – and its occasional near-comic unpredictability as well.  We admire and appreciate the individual, and we want our players to know from the very first day that we acknowledge not only who they are, but that they’ve stuck out their necks to play a quirky, difficult-to-master game.  And for their efforts, we offer up to each of them a surfeit of unstinting praise.  

Cornerstone  3:  Expectation  
We aim high, because we believe the kids we coach are capable of wondrous achievement.  We believe in their energy, their passion, their focus.  We believe they are capable of learning baseball in its subtlest, most complex forms – whether they’re eight or eighteen, shy or outgoing.  Finally, we believe that when it comes to learning, kids do best when they’re given something to shoot for, something to emulate, something to become.  Our aim, therefore, is nothing less than transformational:  we want our players to be able to say, years from now: You know, in SandwichLot, I learned a a good deal about myself, and I really learned baseball.   

Cornerstone 4:  Trust
As baseball is first and foremost a team game – and arguably the most democratic – we define ourselves according to three bedrock team-building rules:  



Root for one another.



Play for the sake of the game.



Do your absolute best, on and off the field.

These are the rules we live by, and their reach extends far beyond the ball field.  By summer’s end we want the kids we coach to have discovered within themselves three immutable strengths:  a deep-seated capacity to care; a proclivity for good old-fashioned effort, along with a budding sense that joy is at the root of all true work; and, most important, a newfound inclination to put one’s best foot forward, no matter the stakes, whatever the context, because one can, in the end, make a difference.

WHAT COACH T BELIEVES AND LIVES BY:  A BASEBALL PHILOSOPHY DISTILLED
Poor is the pupil who does not surpass his master.   --Leonardo da Vinci

I believe in the acquisitive brilliance of all of my baseball pupils:  that they are capable of highest achievement, the best sort of baseball “good,” provided they are given near-continuous opportunity to explore, create, discover, try and fail -- one way to think of baseball is as a blunder-built game -- and at last, and best of all, to try and try and try and suddenly succeed.  Baseball is only as extraordinary as its most extraordinary practitioners, and I work to impart the game in soundest, roundest ways so that ALL of my players will thrive whenever the action begins.  On a baseball diamond, as in life, nothing is more sacred than trust.  I trust in my players, trust they are capable of giving their best.  But that bestness can come about, come to them, only if -- by dint of my own best earnestness and effort -- they can come to trust in me.  And when baseball itself comes to them at last -- I can, like husk or seed pod, quietly drop away.

To educate a man is to unfit him to be a slave.  --Frederick Douglass

Whenever I lead a Little League coaching clinic, I ask the assembled would-be coaches, the moment they’ve settled into their chairs:   Do you think it’s possible to change a child’s life -- to make a difference, have an impact, or slightly alter, as it were, a trajectory -- even as you cannot know, indeed as no one can know, the future?   Those who raise their hands on the instant, sincerely and without hesitation, I know will make good baseball coaches.  That is, I know they’ve got their fingers on the first most necessary thing.  Unfortunately, much of what gets passed off as “baseball” these days is imparted, taught, coached, handed down -- any verb will do here -- by autocrats, egomaniacs, smart alecks, ignoramuses or, most egregiously, by those who are simply spent:  drained of enthusiasm, truculent and bilious and, in the worst way, mindful only of themselves.  Though I won’t cite dire statistics here, trust me when I say that far too many kids are turned off by baseball -- and ultimately turned away -- by a single lousy coach.  The one who yells constantly, and rarely, if ever, offers heartfelt praise.  The one who treats his players as chattel, as little more than expendable pieces in a game he refuses to teach them, even as he expects them to leave their “blood and guts” on the field.  And worst of all, the one who is interested only in wins, titles, championships -- at all costs -- as opposed to the longer lasting moral victories that accrue in baseball almost by the inning when a coach, regardless of who “comes out on top,” consistently rewards his players with devotion and patience and kindness and love.  

When I am running, if you love

Baseball is a complex game; it shouldn’t, however, be turned into a complicated one.  In my book, the only way I can impart the game to my players -- richly and truly -- is to make plain my own love for it, and then to show them, as sincerely as I can, that because I love the game I can learn devotion to it -- and, by extension, begin to caretake and care for all of its various parts and forms.   Hitting, for instance, isn’t simply, as the Old Timers liked to say:  See ball, hit ball.  Rather, it’s an amalgam of subtly moving parts, judiciously timed and calibrated, a balancing act for body and mind.  A coach can’t simply put his players in a batting cage one by one and expect them to hit a little white ball coming at them with movement, force, velocity and, yes, seemingly something ulterior as well; he has almost to dis-assemble hitting, piece by piece, segment by segment, article (of faith?) by article -- and he has to do it again and again and again, having at hand only time-tested tools of patience, perseverance, and ever-flowing praise.  My aim as a baseball coach has been the same for thirty-five years:  namely, to get every one of the kids I mentor of a summer to come back the next summer, and the summer after that, and the summer after that, and the summer after that, ad infinitum -- and not because they have to, but because they have grown to love the game; because they have come to relish playing it the right way; and because, above all else, they see it as something precious, inviolable even, that they will want to safeguard for the rest of their lives.  As I say, baseball’s complex, but it shouldn’t be complicated.

2016 Offerings and Options
1.  SandwichLot 

As we’ve done since the summer of 2002, SandwichLot baseball will be played over the course of two separate sessions, the first corresponding with most of July; the second reserved — with a break for Sandwich’s beloved Old Home Week — for the breeziest (fewer bugs!) part of August.  SandwichLotters can sign up for our July session, our August session, or both.  This year we will play a total of 19 games, with the final game open to ALL 2016 participants.  SandwichLot games will take place, as always, on Wednesday and Friday evenings as well as Saturday mornings on Sandwich’s quaint and most-of-the-year quiescent Quimby Field, located just behind our town’s little postoffice, and just west of the library and tennis courts.  Caps and gloves are a must for all players; cleats and comfortable baseball pants and socks are recommended.  Every player should wear his regulation SandwichLot jersey to every game.  

2.  Players in Training (PIT)

AT LEAST ONE SESSION of our early-morning program, Players in Training – PIT, for short -- is REQUIRED for all first-year SandwichLot participants, regardless of age or ability.  PIT gets all of our players “on track,” teaching them much of what they need to get started in five essential baseball areas.  PIT, it should be noted, is also open to more seasoned players who want to sharpen their fundamental skills, heighten their baseball knowledge, or further immerse themselves in learning (and disseminating) baseball the SandwichLot way. 

3.  Advanced Baseball Clinics (ABC)

Coach T’s ABC benefits (and was “built” for) highly focused, highly motivated advanced players interested in professional, finely detailed, hands-on instruction in all facets of the game, and who may be thinking of baseball beyond Little League.  The ABC is open to ballplayers who consistently demonstrate high baseball aptitude and are deemed ready for the nuances of higher-level instruction. (Limited to 10 players/session.  Permission of instructor required BEFORE sign-up.)

5. Coach T’s 5-Day and Private Individualized Instruction in Hitting, Fielding and Pitching

Every summer Coach T conducts his wildly popular 5-Day mid-summer clinic – this year’s edition will be held during the week of July 25-29 – on Sandwich’s own Quimby Field.  Coach T’s camp has served over 1,000 young ballplayers (from thirty-three states and five foreign countries) over the past fifteen years.  An intensive experience that involves participants in every aspect of America’s greatest game, Coach T’s 5-Day is open to anyone between the ages of 8* and 18 who has an interest in baseball, even a budding one.  That is to say, we welcome experienced players as well as those who are completely new to the game.  This is baseball the right way, and we work hard to make every kid a powerful part of it.

*Precocious, fully-focussed seven-year-olds are occasionally allowed to participate in the 5-Day, but only with permission of instructor.
Coach T also offers exclusive private sessions at reasonable rates in throwing, fielding, hitting, and pitching and catching to any youngster interested in quality one-on-one instruction.  For more information, call 603-284-6586.

     OFT-ASKED SANDWICHLOT QUESTIONS

SandwichLot is open to boys and girls 8 to 13 years old. If your player turns 8 on or before Opening Day, s/he CAN play; if s/he turns 14 on or before Opening Day, s/he CANNOT*. 2. Roster spots fill quickly. No roster spots for returning players can be guaranteed after the May 31st deadline. 3. Flexibility is a central part of our program:  SandwichLotters do NOT have to play in – or show up for – every single game.  However, advance notification of any planned absences is always appreciated, as it makes our lineup-making duties a whole lot easier. 4. Caps and gloves are mandatory, cleats (rubber only) and comfortable baseball pants and socks are recommended, and all players MUST wear their SandwichLot jerseys during games. 5. Players who qualify as catchers must wear appropriate protection when they are catching. 6. SandwichLot is primarily a coach-pitch operation.  Pitch speed varies according to the age and experience of the batter. 7. Kids (it’s a given) get hungry, and dehydration is no joking matter.  It’s recommended that every player bring (at a minimum) a cool bottle of water and a nutritional snack to every SandwichLot game. 8. When it comes to weather – well, we’re diehards.  Rain is cooling – even, perhaps, cool.  Once, it hailed on us.  Lightning is the only atmospheric disturbance that will ever force us from the field. 9. Every SandwichLot session begins with a valuable baseball tutorial in the outfield grass. Come early if you can.  10. We change the batting order and the makeup of our two teams every single game. 11. We are always looking for willing parents (who don’t have to know a thing about baseball!) to serve as managers, base coaches, scorekeepers and bench jockeys.
