APPLICATION BY NICHOLAS AND ELAINE VAZZANA– 25 Main Street
· To replace aluminum siding under bay windows with wood siding’. 

· To Replace bay window with thermal double pain glass.  

· To approve an oval sign 1 x 6 x 36 inches, dark green with white lettering.

WINDOWS

Replace existing single plate glass windows with thermal double pane glass.  Skirting below the window would be changed from aluminum to a wooden frame made with composite.  The frame will look exactly like wood.  A discussion followed regarding the pros and cons of composite versus wood.. 
Granite State Glass is making the windows.  Mullions will not be replaced in keeping with the original window design.  
SIGN

OVAL SIGN – A dark green sign with white lettering will hang at the center of building at street level.  Dark Green was chosen because of village green. 
Tracey Olafson made a motion to approve the new window design and new sign. Mallory Hathaway seconded the motion.  Five voted in favor of the the motion and one abstained.
