A Review and approval of July’s Minutes was tabled.  There was no meeting in August.

ITEM #1: Was a discussion of work done at 1 Main Street without application to HDC.  The work has been done so presence at HDC is merely a back-end process. The issue was removal of several trees that were placed on the West side of the buildings in the 90s. A fact was agreed that the contractor is a Sandwich contractor with years of working in town so the HDC process should not be an unknown topic. A motion of approval was voted affirmative.
ITEM #2: Was replacing black three tabbed shingles on the barn at Steve Swift’s property on Main Street with three tabbed shingles, color gray. The application was not necessary in the view of several members but was voted on, affirmative.

A discussion was held on “wasting real estate” within the Historic District which might be settled by applying RSA 31:18.
