SANDWICH CHILDREN’S CENTER

54 Maple Street, Center Sandwich

Karyn Ames presented the SCC’s application to place a greenhouse outside the center.  It would be a permanent fixture allowing the children to grow vegetables. 

The application is in order. 

Ginger Heard moved to accept the application with a second from Mallory Hathaway.

Public Discussion:  The structure would be made of polycarbonate and galvanized steel.   The green house would be located on the other side of the gate to the left.  It measures 12 x 9 x 7 feet.  A similar structure was approved by the HDC earlier in the year but that structure is not visible from the road.  The SCC plans to move shrubs to hide the greenhouse from view.  

Board Discussion:  Shrubs to block visibility from the road would be desirable.  

Amendment:  Ginger Heard moved that once the application is approved The Sandwich Children’s Center be allowed to construct a greenhouse in the proposed location adding shrubs to screen the greenhouse from the road.  Bob Rowan seconded the motion. 

Vote on the Application:  Ginger Heard moved to accept the application to add the greenhouse to the Sandwich Children’s Center with the amendment.  Patsy Carega seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
MICHAEL KAYE AND EMMA DASSORI

Michael Kaye and Emma Dassori requested permission to screen in an existing porch that is attached to their barn at 55 Main Street.  Ginger Heard moves to accept the application that is in order.  Mallory Hathaway seconds.
Public Discussion:  Michael Kaye asked that he and his wife, Emma Dassori be granted permission to screen in the existing porch off their barn.  Doors will be pine.  Everything will be painted white.  The screened in porch is for summer use only.  There are no plans to enclose the space.  The screen is black. 

Board discussion:  Bob Rowan moved to approve the application to add a screen porch to the barn.  Ginger Heard seconded.  Also part of the application was the installation of storm doors that will be tabled.   The motion carried unanimously. 
OTHER BUSINESS: 

Peter Wobber outlined the project to renovate Arthur Heard’s home on Maple Street.  Until we get the application we are unable to discuss the project.  The application will be coming in July.  

Michael Kaye raised the question of the second part of his application – the storm doors.   Bob Rowan expressed his problem with aluminum storm doors.
