Application #1: 3 Main Street, Alan Houston.  Arborist Tim Bergquist represented the Houstons. The application was accepted for discussion, Kevin moved, Tracy second.  The meeting was opened for discussion, Kevin moved; Tracy second.  Mr. Bergquist discussed the condition of several ash trees of ill health and that the time had come for them to be removed. Efforts were made to save but the proper decision is to remove and replace; likely with a maple tree variety.  After a brief discussion, the open meeting was closed; Kevin moved; Tracy second.  A motion was made to accept the proposal, Kevin moved; Tracy second.  Approved.
Application #2:  Town of Sandwich to place parking signs at various locations in the district.  Robert Rowan, selectmen recused himself from the board, was the representative for the town. The signs will be black letters on white board; sized 2’x3’ Kevin moved to accept the application, Tracy second.  Kevin moved to open the discussion to the public, Tracy second. A brief discussion of these particular signs followed and parking in the village generally. Signs will identify Forbes lot, Dr. White lot and the church lot for parking. The open session was closed, Kevin moved; Tracy second.  A motion to accept was moved, Kevin; Tracy second. Approved, 6-0.
Mr, Rowan returned to his seat on the board.  A discussion of the issue of traffic in the village with regards to parking and also as an inducement for people to visit the downtown although it likely would be a seasonally.
Kevin moved to adjourn; Virginia second.  Adjourn 7:55 pm
