Photovoltaic System for Sandwich Central School   

Ginger moved that we consider the application before us to install a photovoltaic system on the roof of the Sandwich Central School.  Kevin seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Public Discussion:  James Hasselbeck from ReVision Energy is working with Gary King from Honeywell and the Interlakes school district to install a photovoltaic system at the Sandwich Central School.   The aim is to harness solar energy that will save money for the school while providing clean energy. Panels are located on the roof at the back of the school and are not visible from the road. They fit flush to the roof about 2 inches above the surface. The installation of the panels will also provide a Data Acquisition system that will collect info on how the solar panels are working.  The school will use this information for science classes, school website and perhaps a kiosk in the lobby.   There will be enough energy to run the power at school most of the time.  When levels are low the power system will move back to the grid at NH Electric Co-op.  Energy stored over the summer when the school is not in session will revert to the grid and serve as a credit during winter months when energy at the supply is lower.   It will take 4 to 5 days to install the system.  
Mary motioned to close public discussion, Ginger seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Board Discussion:  The commission is in favor of the solar panel application. 
Kevin made a motion to accept the application.   Mary seconded the motion.
The motion carried unanimously.
