- Conversion of the existing playroom (current connecting barn) to a one-plus car garage -A new driveway

New Integrity Windows, wood and clad

Peter Wobber gave a description of the overall project. Bob Rowan addressed the issue of the proposed clad Windows. Bob Rowan suggested that Peter Wobber bring in samples of the proposed clad  windows. 

A motion was made by Bob Rowan to close the discussion. Mary Fleischmann seconded the motion.

Ginger Heard moved that there should be an amendment that the Integrity Windows could be installed at the South, North and East sides of the residence, but that the West side (the front of the building) have restored wooden Windows to maintain the historical integrity.

Vote on the amendment was taken. The. Motion was carried 4/1, with Bob Rowan voting against.

Geoff Burrows introduced Bart Catalano as the new HDC member.

Bob Rowan explained that samples should be presented for approval when a project is presented. They must be presented on time, or the presenter will have to wait for the next meeting.

Bob Rowan suggested eventually choosing a specific clad window, or acceptable options which would be acceptable to the HDC, as this is a recurring issue.
