OLD BUSINESS:  Revised application:  Sandwich Historical Society on behalf of the Quimby Trustees for their property at 16 Maple Street, Map U1, Lot 35.  Changes to the proposed carriage shed for the Quimby Barn. 

David Pattridge proposed changes for the above project on behalf of the Sandwich Historical Society.   Changes included shrinking the size of the barn to a 37 foot three door structure so as not to block the view of the abutting property owned by the Holmes.  The new project has been accepted by the ZBA.  

The thought is to erect a timber frame structure this fall which would remain an open shed to house the snow plow, the snow roller and other equipment that has been stored previously in sheds at the fair grounds. 

When it is time to finish the building, it will be decided whether the walls will be cedar shingles or clapboards. 

It was decided that the roof of the new structure will be metal and will match the color the roof on Quimby barn.  It will be a fastened seam roof. 

Dale Mayer made a motion to build the structure as presented to us with a contingency for the outside wall, clapboard or cedar shingles, to be decided.  

Patsy Carega seconded the motion

Mallory Hathaway, Ginger Heard, Dale Mayer and Patsy Carega voted to approve.

OTHER BUSINESS:  Geoff Burrows initiated a brief discussion concerting buildings in the village.
