NEW BUSINESS: 

ADVICE TO THE PLAYERS SUMMER SIGN proposal at 22 Mains Street (Map U1 lot 32)

Tom Thiel represented Advice to the Player.  The proposal to install a temporary sign with Advice to the Players schedule on Corner House Inn property is party of their program awareness.  Tom presented a picture of the proposed sign that opened up a discussion concerning the sign’s location.
