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Mission
The Sandwich Barn Preservation Committee™ is a not-for-profit group of barn enthusiasts who have organized to ensure the restoration, preservation, and protection of local agricultural structures.  Our group works with Sandwich barn owners and historians to commemorate the area’s agricultural past by documenting barn history and sharing our common rural heritage through public educational programs.  The committee partners with the NH Preservation Alliance, the Sandwich Agriculture Commission, and the Sandwich Historical Society in achieving these goals.
Objectives
· Promote Discretionary Barn Preservation Easements (RSA-79D), the NH state program that provides property tax forgiveness to owners of scenic, heritage agricultural structures in exchange for their promise to repair and maintain their barns.  
· Provide technical and engineering advice to barn owners who seek to restore, repair or maintain their farm structures.
· Inform constituents of grants, gifts, and programs that enhance barn preservation. 
· Prevent barn demolition by organizing efforts to purchase and move structures to protected sites.  
Current Plans & Projects
· Plan and coordinate tour of historic Sandwich barns in Aug. 2016 (partnering with NHPA).
· Conduct survey of existing Sandwich agricultural structures through personal interviews.  We expect to generate a working map of all Sandwich barns.
· Set up team of repair specialists to advise owners of structurally impaired farm buildings.
