#1.  Call to Order:  Peggy called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
#2.  Assignment of Alternates:  none.
#3.  Approval of Minutes:  Jon moved to accept the minutes of May 25th, 2016.  Helen 2nd.  There was discussion of a few minor corrections; Minutes will be edited to reflect those changes and submitted as final.
#4.  Five-Days of Sandwich-2016: Jennifer Brady, the Assistant Director of the 2016 Five Days of Sandwich provided a brief discussion on plans for the three weeks of camp activities.  Highlights of the upcoming camp may include the following topics: Invasive plants and native plants, forest management & logging, trail work and the gems of Sandwich (i.e. the Pot holes, Sandwich Notch, etc.) a summit day for a local hike, swimming, and a barbeque at the end of the week.  A schedule of events will be provided to the SCC for the opportunity of members to attend and observe.  

#5.  Reports- Wetland Permits/Timbering:  Jon will be out of state June 27 through July 12, with potential for an extension.  Rick Vander Pol will be standing in during his absence.  A routine notification of road maintenance was received to replace a culvert off Rt. 113 near the sanctuary.  There has been extensive cutting off Mt. Israel road; an intent to cut has been filed with the town.  
#6.  Trail Report: Helen reported that the Bear Camp trail has been brushed, re-blazed, and cleared of blow downs in most sections of the trail.  There is a need to continue to monitor and keep up with growth and blow downs through out the hiking season.  Volunteers will be coordinated for future work dates.  She is currently awaiting a bridge estimate.

#8.  Status of Meadowbrook- Ad hoc Committee, The SCC representative, Fred Lavigne, reported that this committee met as an organizational format. 
#9.  Monitoring for Emerald Ash Borer:  Jean reports that on June 6th, traps were hung at Mead Base Camp and Doublehead Preserve on Thompson Rd near the Mt. Doublehead trailhead.  Jean and Dick Knox will monitor the traps every two to three weeks with photographs and collect any suspicious looking insects on the traps.  This effort of monitoring for the Emerald Ash Borer is in connection with Wendy Scribner of UNH, who is representing Animal and Plant Health Inspection Services (APHIS).  The traps will be removed in late September. 
Tracy made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 PM and Jon seconded.  The motion passed.
