Continuing Business:

#6 Meadow Brook Conservation Area:

a.) Installation of permanent wetlands markers.

Fred and Shaw discussed their plan for placing markers to define the boundaries of the wetlands as marked in our recent report. Fred will look into purchasing Cedar posts to place them on . In the meantime he will place temporary rods that have been donated to mark where the permanent markers will go.

b.) Invasive plants removal work session:

The group agreed that we would defer the invasive plant removal session for now, and concentrate on marking the wetlands area.

c.) Public Input Session: collaboration with P.S.U. faculty.

Fred made a motion that we would work with June Hammond-Rowan , a member of the P.S.U. faculty, to organize a forum with the public, to obtain input to help formulate a plan to manage the Meadow Brook Conservation Area.
