



Sandwich Conservation Commission





   Minutes, April 23, 2013 draft

Commission Members Present:  Bruce Burrows, Priscilla Smith, Sam Smith (alternate), Fred Lavigne, Bud Martin, BOS representative.

Commission Members Absent:  Peggy Merritt, Helen Gingras, Caroline Snyder (alternate), Jon Jakubos,  Shaw Smith (alternate),  Jocelyn Gutchess, ex-officio.

#1  Call to Order:  Bruce called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

#2  Assignment of Alternates:  No alternates were assigned.

#3  Approval of March 27, 2013 minutes:  Priscilla moved to correct the minutes with two corrections.  Sam seconded.  

  Hambrook Land Surveying – Discussion of Cook Easement Boundary:  Jim Hambrook was unable to attend the meeting but Bruce said there is a mistake in the boundary line.  The line should show the boundary is straight and does not follow the stone wall.  As the septic system is in place nothing can be done, there are two separate maps.  One is correct, the other is not.  The correct map will have to be registered at the Registry of Deeds, the SCC is not required to do anything.

#4  Wetlands Permit Report:  There were no new reports to be considered.  Bruce reported on  DES File Number 2013-00582, Tax Map R20, Lot 45B status.  The matter is under technical review at the DES.  An abutter has hired White Mountain Survey and Engineering to investigate and photograph the bay.  Dale Kierstad of DES, the Wetlands Bureau,  has written a letter which is available for review in our file.
#5  Trails Report:  Fred handed in the trails report Helen sent but it was decided to wait until she could deliver it herself as she was absent.

#6  Board of Selectmen Report :  Bud said that there are some Town Ordinances that need updating  so the foot traffic only policy at Sandwich Notch Park will be discussed at the same public hearing, as it is necessary to have one for any ordinance.  Doug Wyman will give his opinion on the policy.  The consensus of opinion is that horse traffic has no place on some trails.

     The Selectmen met with the logger who is in charge of the work on Lot R10-4.  He will follow up on the matter regarding the conservation easement.  We will discuss it again at the May meeting. 

#7  Draft of Conservation Commission Duties:  It was suggested that we replace the word Duties with Activities and to change some of the trail wording to reflect the Commission’s actual responsibilities for  trails.  We don’t have to maintain trails belonging to other organizations,  just have an inventory of them.  Sam will hand out the updates at the next meeting.

#8  Conservation Easement Monitoring Workshop:  Fred talked to the SLCS and the LRCT about helping with a workshop in September.  It could be done at Mead Base as there are lots of places to do the training there.  A Saturday date will be set.

#9  Leave No Trace Workshop:  Fred met with the Coolidge Fund Trustees regarding funding for two programs, one during the Five Days of Sandwich and one with Camp Hale. Each session will cost $225.00 for the trainer plus $25.00 for expenses incurred by Mead Base.  A trainer from AMC will run the workshops.  The money  will be given to the SCC and from there paid to Mead Base who will facilitate the training sessions.    Leave No Trace is a national program.  Fred, Priscilla and Sam stated that they are all Directors at Mead Base which was deemed okay.  Bud made the motion that the SCC accepts the $500.00 for two sessions of training, Priscilla seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  Fred will see Cathy and handle the application through the Selectmen’s office.

#10  Water Testing – Green Mountain Conservation Group:  Bud suggested putting a notice on the Sandwich Board asking for a volunteer  to go to a workshop as nobody in the SCC was able to attend.  Someone in Town should know the procedure for testing as the GMCG’s personnel is tight.  Peter Pohl might be helpful in finding someone and Sam mentioned asking someone in the Boy Scouts.  Bruce will check into that possibility in with the Moultonboro Troop.  Fred said John Enright might be interested in doing the testing.  The Drinking Water Source Protection Conference will be held on May 1.

#11 Other:  Bruce said there is going to be a 30” culvert put in on Great Rock Road but the Town Highway Dept. handles that, we do not have to do anything. 

Announcements:

The next scheduled meeting will be on May 22, 2013 at the Town Hall.

Fred made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 p.m., Sam seconded, all agreed.
