Bruce and Fred have agreed to walk the area soon to look at a sandy area on the waterfront, and will report back to Peggy.

 #5Trails Report: Helen reported that she has been working with a few volunteers to ready the Bear Camp River Trail to be open and maintained in time for Old Home Week.
