
Selectmen’s Meeting:  April 15, 2013
Attendees:  Selectmen Willard Martin, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Mr. Martin opened the meeting at 5:00 P.M.

Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the Selectmen’s Minutes of April 8, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager and the motion passed.
Tax Credits and Exemptions:  April 15, 2013 was the deadline for all tax credit and exemption applications.  We received two applications for Current Use exemptions.  Property owners will be contacted to ensure that the CU boundary lines are marked before the site inspections.
One Blind Tax Exemption was received but is being held up by the State.  Mr. Yeager made a motion and Mr. Martin seconded to extend the property owner’s application deadline.  The motion passed.

All applications from organizations applying for tax exemption with the Town of Sandwich have been received with the exception of United South End Settlements (Camp Hale).  Organizations were given a courtesy contact regarding the impending deadline.  Mr. Martin suggested the Town send a certified letter to United South End Settlements stating that they are not in compliance and their application must be received within 10 days in order to be eligible for the tax exemption. 
Two Solar Exemptions were received and need to be verified that the installations are current and operational.  Mr. Yeager will contact Frase Electric, the installer for both projects, for verification.
Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Martin handled two routine welfare assistant matters.

Mr. Yeager reported that he and the Quimby Trustees visited the location (Transportation Museum) for the proposed carriage house to be built on site for the Historical Society, pending Building Permit submission.
Correspondence:  Conservation Commission follow-up regarding Coves/Sykes property.  It was requested that the logger be present at the meeting.
Jim Hambrook discovered a discrepancy in the conservation easement survey map boundary recorded at the registry and the agreed upon boundary for the easement for the Cook property.  Ms. Graham will research further with Steve Walker of the State.  
The Chair of the Conservation Commission has asked the selectmen to work with Chief Wyman on incorporating a “no hoof traffic” policy at Beede Falls.  Discussion ensued regarding 
past recreational usage of Beede falls by horses and the Conservation Committee’s decision to proceed with a restoration project that limits the usage of Beede Falls to foot traffic.  Issue to be discussed at a future Selectmen’s meeting.
A resident would like the selectmen to consider adding signage and crosswalk paint between the Quimby Trust land (next to the Home Industries) and the Library.  The Selectmen would like to see crosswalk paint but not signs.  Ms. Graham to contact Chief Wyman for guidance.
The Sandwich Town Hall renovation project received a merit award from the NH Preservation Alliance.  The award ceremony takes place on May 7, 2013.

Lakes Region Planning Commission would like the selectmen to nominate an individual as a Sandwich representative to the LRPC.  The Planning Board will be consulted.
Other Business:
The Selectmen’s Office has received 4 applications for Barn Discretionary Preservation Easements. Ms. Graham will contact the property owners to schedule a Public Hearing.
Mr. Martin moved to adjourn the meeting at 5:45 P.M.; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager and the motion passed.
