
Selectmen’s Meeting:  April 8, 2013
Attendees:  Selectmen Willard Martin, Mike Yeager;  Leo Greene, Jr., Mark Longley, Virginia Heard, Cathy Graham, Kelly Cox.
Mr. Martin opened the meeting at 5:05 P.M.

Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the Selectmen’s Minutes of April 1, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager and the motion passed.
Agricultural Commission Presentation:
Mark Longley stated the Agricultural Commission will provide periodic updates to the Selectmen.  The Agricultural Commission has sponsored a lecture series and films related to agriculture, is working on providing a space at the Wentworth library dedicated to agricultural materials, and may have a float in the Sandwich Fair parade.  Also in the works is developing a history on the sugar houses in town. Mr. Martin suggested the history include existing as well as historic sugar houses.  The Agricultural Commission is also compiling an inventory of Sandwich farms.  In this initial pass farm is defined as providing a commercial or forest product.
Mr. Longley gave an overview of the Barn Preservation Act, RSA 79D which seeks to encourage the preservation of old New Hampshire barns and agricultural buildings.  Eighty-five towns are participating in this program with 450 structures in easement.  Moultonboro has 5 in easement.  Currently the town of Sandwich has 2 easements in place with 3-4 in process.  Mr. Longley delivered over 100 flyers in Sandwich advertising the program and offering assistance with the application process.  Mr. Martin suggested seeking an alliance with the business group in town.
Parks and Recreation Proposal:
Leo Greene, Jr., Parks and Recreation Director, made a request to use $1,500 out of the Parks and Recreation’s Expendable Trust budget of $4,800 to provide a week long soccer camp on the town fields. It would provide 10 hours/week/child and accommodate 40 children ages 9-12.  The program would be open to residents first.  Mike stated that 50% of the Parks and Recreation has already been spent. Mr. Greene noted that he ‘has everything he needs’ for his department.
Mr. Greene asked for help with the field.  The skating rink needs to be flat to work well and the playing field needs to be reconstructed.  Mr. Yeager stated that the problem is the field was constructed on a swamp.  Mr. Yeager stated that the field needs a topographical survey.  Ms. Graham noted that the field has been surveyed and will provide the documents.  The Quimby Trust has put $4,000 in the field budget.  Ms. Graham suggested inviting the Quimby trustees to a future Selectmen’s meeting with Leo present to discuss remedies for the field condition.
Selectmen’s Report:

Mr. Yeager attended his first planning board meeting.

Termination of employee went well.

Mr. Martin and Mr. Yeager attended the staff meeting last week.
Correspondence:

CFS NHEC bill shows a $564.10 credit for our electrical use at the Central Fire Station based on solar credits.
Moser Engineering responded to Mr. Yeager’s question regarding his engineering rate.  His rate of $110 will be helpful with road projects.  
An engineer needs to look at Mountain Road and give us an assessment before it receives a topcoat.  The expense for this assessment could come out of the Outside Contractor line in Highway Department’s budget.

Correspondence cont.
Colin Weeks has asked Ms. Graham to draft a letter to a property owner requesting that their culvert be replaced on Mountain Road.  The Highway Department will provide the work and the owners to reimburse town for the cost of the pipe.

Inter-Lakes school district provided selectmen with a copy of their MS-22, appropriations voted.

Other Business:
Ms. Graham provided the selectmen with the Town of Moultonboro’s policy on cell phone useage/reimbursement for possible consideration next year.
Selectmen to review/edit new job description for Road Agent.  Selectman Kerr’s edits are included.

Mr. Yeager would like to attend the Fairpoint appeals status conference April 17, 3013.
Mr. Weeks worked with Mark Richter for a basic snowblower for the Transfer Station to be paid for by the gift from theWhite-Sylvania Trust.

Planet Aid sent their 1st quarter report on collections in Sandwich.   Reimbursement rate is .01/lb.

The Selectmen to review Livesey letter drafted by Selectman Kerr.

Appointment of Library Trustees:

Mr. Yeager made a motion and Mr. Martin seconded to appoint Betty Alcock, Linda Marshall, Carol Clark as Library Trustee Alternates each with a one-year term.  The motion passed.
