Selectmen’s Meeting:  June 17, 2013
Attendees:  Selectmen Arthur Kerr, Willard Martin, Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Dale Mayer, Jim Hoenscheid, Ginger Heard, Lisa Scott, Jeanne Ryer, Helen and Gerry Gingras, Julie Dolan, Dick Devens, Peggy Merritt, Sam and Priscilla Smith, Toby Eaton, Tom Thiel, June Christiaen, Jack Rose, Sue Bowden.

Mr. Kerr opened the Public Hearing at 5:10 P.M. to receive public input regarding the acceptance of a donation of land per RSA 41:14-a.  Mr. Kerr stated that this is the first of two public hearings regarding the proposed acquisition of R1 Lot 35 from Club Motorsports, Inc. (CMI).  Mr. Kerr stated that CMI’s proposal was studied by the Conservation Committee and the Planning Board and both support the proposal. Mr. Kerr asked for public comment and received the following:
June Christiaen: What is the purpose of CMI’s generosity?

Tom Thiel:  The proposal may be seen by some as cooperating with CMI.
Peggy Merritt:  This proposal has no effect on the project in Tamworth; we have a moral obligation to protect this land.
Dale Mayer:  With no stewardship fee there may or may not be a cost to the town.

June Chrisiaen:  If we don’t accept this proposal, would another town?  

Toby Eaton:  Could CMI sell the property?  We need to look at the bigger picture.  This parcel is a specific key mainline into the aquifer.
June Christiaen:  Are we protecting wetlands that are already protected?
Peggy Merritt:  Would CMI pay the transaction, legal and survey costs? Would the proposal still proceed if a contribution to a stewardship fund was required?  

Mr. Hoenscheid, President of CMI, stated that CMI would like to donate this parcel to the Town of Sandwich via a fee simple transaction with the deed restrictions required by DES.  CMI would pay transaction, legal and reasonable survey costs.  He asked for an estimate of those costs.  Mr. Hoenscheid reiterated that CMI’s financial responsibilities end with the land transaction.  He noted that the Tamworth Conservation Committee is very supportive of this proposal. 
Mr Kerr then asked for any further feedback from the public in attendance.  Hearing none, he closed the Public Hearing at 5:40 P.M.

Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:40 P.M.  
Minutes:  Mr. Kerr moved to approve the Selectmen’s Minutes of June 10, 2013 as amended; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
Heard Road – Acceptance Proposal:  Lisa Scott of the Benz Center Board would like the town to adopt Heard Road and is completing the necessary petition to the Board of Selectmen.  One of the petition requirements is an engineering study of Heard Road including test borings.  She would like to contact the engineer the town uses.  Ms. Graham to contact Moser Engineering.  Ms. Scott to contact Ms. Graham regarding notice to abutters.  Several attendees voiced support for the proposal.
Carroll County Transit:  Jack Rose of Carroll County Transit would like the Board to make the partial payment to Carroll County Transit that was voted on at Town Meeting.  Discussion ensued regarding whether the money appropriated at Town Meeting was for in town bus service or dial-a-ride. It was noted that confusion remains about the Blue Loon service and that Carroll County Transit’s marketing efforts are not satisfactory in Sandwich.  Mr. Martin suggested the selectmen review the warrant article.  Mr. Martin made a motion to table the matter until the DOT reaches a decision and we receive the current status report on CAP; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed.

Abatement Applications:  The Town’s Assessor submitted recommendations to three abatement applications.  After doing their own research, the Selectmen made the following motions:  Abatement application for R20-26:  Mr. Kerr will do some further research and will perform a site inspection.

Abatement application R21-41:  Mr. Kerr made a motion to accept the assessor’s recommendation; Mr. Martin seconded, and the motion passed.

Abatement application R12-42:  Mr. Martin made a motion to accept the assessor’s recommendation; Mr. Kerr seconded, and the motion passed.

Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Martin attended the road agent interviews.
Mr. Kerr attended the road agent interviews.  Mr. Kerr also corresponded with CMI regarding survey issues and rules with easement holders.  
Mr. Kerr moved to enter into Non-Public Session at 7:10 PM per RSA 91-A:3II(b) for the consideration of the hiring of any person as a public employee; motion seconded by Mr. Martin.  Roll Call Vote:  Mr. Kerr – aye; Mr. Martin – aye.

The Selectmen discussed a hiring issue.

Mr. Martin moved to leave Non-Public Session at 7:16 P.M. and to seal the minutes; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr.  Roll Call Vote:  Mr. Kerr – aye; Mr. Martin – aye.

The Regular Meeting reconvened at 7:16 P.M.

Correspondence:  The Department of Revenue apportionment meeting for Carroll County is scheduled for Wednesday, June 26 at 6:00 PM at the Moultonboro Safety Building.  Mr. Kerr will attend.
Sandwich Children’s Center had their water tested and were issued a notice of violation due to the levels of bacteria in their water. 

The Secretary of the Interior sent a letter notifiying us of the amount of the PILT for the White Mountain National Forest in 2013: $40,899.  This was supposed to be the year that they returned to their 50% contribution.  Evidently with the Moving Ahead for Progress for the 21st Century Act, they were authorized to fully fund this PILT again in 2013.  Ms. Graham stated that this adds $20,000 to their budget line.

The Simplex Grinnell sales rep asked to meet with Ms. Graham Tuesday morning.  Ms. Graham will invite Louie Brunelle and convey to the rep how dissatisfied we are with their response time.
According to Ms. Graham we are still awaiting response from Bill Bald regarding a health insurance premium change issue.

Other Business:  At our request, Bob Durfee of Dubois and King has reviewed the Bean proposal for bridge repair and sent a 6-page response.  Mike Yeager will review this with Colin Weeks.
Mr. Kerr moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:38 P.M.; motion seconded by Mr. Martin and the motion passed.
