Selectmen’s Meeting:  June 3, 2013
Attendees:  Selectmen Arthur Kerr, Willard Martin, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Colin Weeks, Helen Gingras, Mark Longley, Ginny Crory, David Crory, Chip and Susan Kimball, Bob Durfee, Fred Lavigne, Peg Merritt, Jim Hoenscheid, Thomas Hyde, David White.

Mr. Kerr moved to enter into Non-Public Session per RSA 91-A:3II(c) for a discussion which, if discussed in public, would likely affect adversely the reputation of any person unless such person requests an open meeting; motion seconded by Mr. Martin.  Roll Call Vote:  Mr. Kerr – aye; Mr. Martin – aye; Mr. Yeager – aye.

The Selectmen discussed a tax payment issue.
Mr. Yeager moved to leave Non-Public Session at 5:00 P.M. and to seal the minutes; motion seconded by Mr. Martin.  Roll Call Vote:  Mr. Kerr – aye; Mr. Martin – aye; Mr. Yeager – aye.
Mr. Kerr opened the Public Hearing at 5:00 P.M. per RSA 79-D:5 to allow the residents of Sandwich an opportunity to discuss the Discretionary Preservation Easement application of Thomas Hyde.  Mr Kerr then asked for feedback from the public in attendance.  Mark Longley, a member of the Agriculture Commission thanked the Board of Selectmen for their support of the Discretionary Preservation Easement process in the town of Sandwich.  Mr. Kerr closed the Public Hearing at 5:05 P.M.

Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:05 P.M. 

Following a previous site visit and after a discussion, Mr. Kerr made a motion to approve the Discretionary Preservation Easement application of Thomas Hyde and approve an abatement of 75%; Mr. Martin seconded the motion; and the motion passed.  
Minutes:  Mr. Kerr postponed the review of the May 13 and the May 20 Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes to the next Selectmen’s meeting on June 10.
Quaker Whiteface Bridge – Dubois & King:  Bob Durfee of Dubois and King provided the final submittal for the study of Quaker Whiteface Bridge.  The submittal includes a completed design and plans approved by DOT.  Quaker Whiteface Bridge is still redlisted and in the state program for construction funding for FY 2019.  Colin Weeks stated that he has reduced the weight limit on this bridge already but does not believe the bridge can last to 2018.  Mr. Kerr asked Mr. Durfee to address the additional bill Dubois and King submitted to the Town for $6,900.  The contact states that overages must be approved in advance.  Mr. Durfee apologized  for the lack of advance notification.  Mr Durfee agreed to reduce the bill by 10%  in response to Mr. Yeager’s request for a reduction.  Ms. Graham stated that the payment would have to come from the 2014 budget as this was not included in the 2013 budget.  Concern was raised whether this additional expenditure would be eligible for state reimbursement since it won’t be paid until 2014.  Ms. Graham to contact Nancy Mayville, who oversees the State Bridge Aid Program.
Conservation Commission – Mitigation Parcel:  Peg Merritt, Chair of the Conservation Commission  presented to the Board the recommendation from the Conservation Commission meeting on May 27.  They recommend accepting fee simple ownership for the mitigation parcel with all transaction costs paid for by CMI.  They further recommended that the Town seek a conservation organization/land trust to manage the parcel.  If an organization can’t be found to take on the easement Fred Lavigne stated that the Conservation Commission would accept the easement.  The request can go on the Planning Board agenda for advisory purposes for the June meeting.  There being no objection to the Town taking the land, Mr. Martin made a motion that the Board approve a fee simple taking of the mitigation parcel with CMI paying all costs associated with this transaction; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager; and the motion passed.  Ms. Graham will email Mr. Hoenscheid, President of Club Motorsports, with the dates of the Public Hearings.

Police Department Parking Lot Bid:  The bids for the Police Department Parking Lot were opened and submitted as follows:  Bruce Robinson Company - $13,984, Rines Paving - $6,350, R.A. Dunlap and Sons - $ 12,500, Ambrose Bros. Inc. - $10,370.  The Town has $9,000 appropriated for this project.  The bids will be reviewed and voted on at the June 10 Selectmen’s Meeting.
Current Use Applications:  After inspections made by two foresters, Mr. Martin made a motion and Mr. Yeager seconded to approve the Current Use Application  (Map R13 Lot 12) as presented.  Motion passed.
Mr. Martin made a motion and Mr. Yeager seconded to approve the Current Use Application  (Map R12 Lot 59C) as presented.  Motion passed
Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Yeager reviewed and made changes to the draft Discretionary Preservation Easement evaluation document.

Mr. Yeager approached a property owner about installing a culvert that would drain water from Mountain Road onto his property.  Property owner declined the offer.  The engineer will be contacted again to engineer a solution to the water problem to determine the extent and cost for drainage work.  The road can be top-coated up to this point.

Mr. Martin handled two assistance issues.

Mr. Kerr attended the 250th breakfast and the Memorial Day service.  Mr. Kerr participated in a phone call with Ms. Graham and the general counsel from Primex regarding town insurance.

Mr. Kerr paid a site visit to the Hyde barn in preparation for the Discretionary Preservation Easement application.  Mr. Kerr monitored the email correspondence with PSNH, Fairpoint, Whitlaw regarding use of right of way and taxation.  It was determined it would be in the Town’s best interest to create our own contract with these entities as their template contract does not include taxation for right of way.  Mr. Kerr is continuing to work with Chief Wyman on revising ordinances.
Correspondence:  Dan Peaslee is proposing the Town buy five 250th signs, each would be placed under the Welcome to Sandwich signs.  The board reviewed a photo of the signs.  It was suggested that the 250th Committee be approached about this expenditure.
Don Brown is submitting an application with the Planning Board for a Site Plan Review so that the Corner House can hold events at Surroundings with catered food and drink.  The Selectmen decided that a special exemption is not required as Surroundings was already accepted and approved for use as an inn/retail space in 2005.  The Selectmen agreed no new special exception is necessary and will write a letter to this effect.
Interviews for the Road Agent position are in the process of being scheduled with a potential hire date of August 15.  Mr. Graham asked the Selectmen to send her via email their availability for the interviews.

The Federated Church of Sandwich submitted a letter requesting a raffle permit.  Mr. Martin made a motion to approve the raffle permit; Mr. Yeager seconded; and the motion passed.

Louis Brunelle would like to put in a dock on Squam Lake for the Fire Department and needs Selectmen signature for the seasonal dock notification form for DES.  After much discussion the Selectmen decided to invite Mr. Brunelle to the next Selectmen’s meeting to discuss his request.
The Anthem health insurance documents need to be signed for the July 1 renewal.  

The Quimby Trustees would like to upgrade the Elliott Spring on Chase Road and provided a proposed design.  The Town holds an easement with the property owner to oversee the spring.  Mr. Martin made a motion to approve the Quimby Trustees request to upgrade the spring; Mr. Yeager seconded; and the motion passed.

Other Business:  Ginny Crory and David Crory requested, and were provided with, information on the Discretionary Preservation Easement.
Colin Weeks stated that a pole on Diamond Ledge Road needs to be replaced and NH Coop would like the Town to designate a tree as a nuisance tree so that it can be taken down to make it easier for the Coop to install the lines.  As this is a healthy tree and the Coop can erect offset poles, the Selectmen declined to make this designation.
The following tax exempt applications for nonprofit organizations were considered:

Sandwich Home Industries:  Mr. Martin made a motion to affirm the tax exempt status of this organization, seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

Red Mountain Lodge:  Mr. Martin made a motion to affirm the tax exempt status of this organization, seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

Sandwich Sidehillers:  Mr. Martin made a motion to affirm the tax exempt status of this organization, seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

Chapman Sanctuary/Visny Woods:  Mr. Martin made a motion to affirm the tax exempt status of this organization, seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

Mr. Kerr moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:58 bv P.M.; motion seconded by Mr. Martin and the motion passed.
