Selectmen’s Meeting:  July 1, 2013
Attendees:  Selectmen Fritz Kerr, Willard Martin, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Jim Hoenscheid, Julie Dolan, Chip Kimball, Fred Lavigne, Dick Breed, Louis Brunelle.
Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:01 P.M.  
Minutes:  Mr. Yeager moved to approve the Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes of June 17, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.  
Mr. Martin moved to approve the Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes of June 24, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.
Mr. Kerr opened the Public Hearing at 5:01 P.M. to receive public input regarding the acceptance of a donation of land per RSA 41:14-a.  Mr. Kerr stated that this is the second of two public hearings regarding the proposed acquisition of R1 Lot 35 from Club Motorsports, Inc. (CMI).  Mr. Kerr stated that CMI’s proposal was studied by the Conservation Commission and the Planning Board and both support the proposal.  Mr. Kerr asked for feedback from the public in attendance.  Jim Hoenscheid, President of CMI, stated that CMI will draft deed language and include the deed restrictions required by DES.  The Selectmen will then review the deed with Town Counsel.  Mr. Hoenscheid noted that CMI would like to get the deed transfer on record as soon as possible and hopes that the survey can be conducted expediently.  Ms. Graham to contact Jim Hambrook to schedule a closed transit survey on the property.  CMI to send a title report to Ms. Graham for Town review/research.
Mr Kerr then asked for any further feedback from the public in attendance.  Hearing none, he closed the Public Hearing at 5:13 P.M.

Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:13 P.M.

Quaker Meeting House – Signage:  Dick Breed would like to erect directional signage on town roads leading to the Quaker Meeting House.  Mr. Kerr stated that according to Town zoning guidelines 6” x 48” signs are allowed at road intersections.  Mr. Breed proposed a larger sign but since it exceeds the size requirements it can only be installed at the entrance(s) of the Quaker Meeting House property.  The Selectmen asked Mr. Breed to provide a list of the proposed locations of the approved signs.
Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Yeager informed the Board that the Police Department parking lot was paved today.  It was determined that a well head extension would be advisable.  Mr. Yeager will obtain estimates for same.  Mr. Yeager noted that Rines Paving did a good job on this project, used a great subbase and, according to Colin Weeks, the depth of pavement looked good.  He recommended that the parking lot traffic be restricted until the pavement hardens.
Mr. Yeager has been asked by various people to post a No Swimming sign at the boat launch at the Town Beach.  Ms. Graham noted that it was posted but would have the sign replaced.
Mr. Martin attended the Conservation Commission meeting.  He observed the Five Days of Sandwich camp sponsored by the Conservation Commission.  Mr. Martin also attempted a building inspection but the site was not flagged.  Mr. Martin handled a brief issue with an assistance case.

Mr. Kerr performed a building inspection and worked on the beach ordinances with Chief Wyman.  Mr. Kerr looked at the proposed site for the Fire Department dock and spoke to Chris Read, Leo Greene and Louis Brunelle about the logistics.  The Selectmen agreed they would like any new dock built to match the Town dock and that the funds for this dock would come from the Fire Department budget.  Ms. Graham to contact DES regarding the proper dock permit.  Mr. Kerr participated in discussions with Primex, our liability carrier.  Mr. Kerr made a motion to continue our liability insurance coverage wtih Primex, motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
Correspondence:  A property owner submitted a request to un-merge two town lots of record (two separate deeds) which were merged for tax purposes.  Per RSA 674:39-aa, restoration of involuntarily merged lots (lots merged by municipal action for zoning, assessing, or taxation purposes without the consent of the owner) that were merged prior to September 18, 2010 can be restored to pre-merger status if a request is made to the Selectmen no later than December 21, 2016.  The Selectmen will consider this matter.
A property owner has submitted a Discretionary Preservation Easement application after the April 15th deadline.  According to Town Counsel the Selectmen must act on the application within 60 days even though any easement will not take effect until 2014.  Ms. Graham will schedule the public hearing.
Mr. Yeager made a motion to appoint Frank Paine to an alternate position on the Planning Board Committee; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
The Town has received the results of the first round of beach water tests from Squam Beach, Pothole, Bearcamp Pond; all passed.

The Town’s fuel oil contract went out to bid and was awarded to Irving Oil once again with a locked-in heating fuel rate of $3.158/gallon from September 2013 through May 2014.  Many towns and school districts are part of this contract.

Other Business:  Fire Chief Louis Brunelle attended the end of the Selectmen’s meeting to provide an update on the Fire Department.  The Fire Department has two members on medical leave but has two new members on board as first responders.  The Fire Department will be conducting a drill on July 9 that will include water rescue and training.  Mr. Brunelle noted that a resident approached him about signing a letter stating that the Fire Department is able to access Squaw Cove.  Mr. Brunelle didn’t sign the letter and stated to the Selectmen that he can’t guarantee access to Squaw Cove due to road accessibility.  A discussion ensued regarding the town road/private road boundaries.  The Selectmen will speak to Colin Weeks to ensure that the Town roads are accessible.
The Selectmen discussed Road Agent contact terms.

Mr. Kerr moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:11 P.M.; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager and the motion passed.
