Selectmen’s Meeting:  July 8, 2013
Attendees:  Selectmen Arthur Kerr, Willard Martin, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Jim Hoenscheid, Peg Merritt, Sharon Teel.
Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:03 P.M.  
Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes of July 1, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.  
Proposed Acquisition of Land – per RSA 41:14-a:  Mr. Kerr stated that the Town has not seen the draft deed or the title report regarding the proposed acquisition of land, R1 Lot 35, from Club Motorsports, Inc. (CMI).  Jim Hoenscheid, President of CMI, stated that CMI hopes to have the draft deed to the Town within the next couple of days.  Mr. Hoenscheid has retained the services of Hambrook Surveying for the survey of the property.  Mr. Martin made a motion to accept the conveyance of R1 Lot 35 from CMI contingent upon proper documentation including Town Counsel’s approval of the deed language, a completed closed transit survey, and title report; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.  The Selectmen will review the documents at the next Selectmen’s meeting and, if all is in order, record the deed Tuesday.  Mr. Hoenscheid thanked the Selectmen and Ms. Graham for their cooperation.  Ms. Graham will send a draft copy of tonight’s Selectmen’s Meeting minutes to Mr. Hoenscheid, per his request.
De-merger of Two Lots:  Based on Ms. Graham’s research with Town Counsel and the Selectmen’s due diligence, it was determined that there is no record of a voluntary merger of the two lots in question.  Mr. Martin made a motion to approve the de-merger of Map U2 Lot 21; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Martin attended a Five Days of Sandwich camp day.  The chair of the Conservation Commission required a curriculum guide for the summer camp.  Mr. Martin noted that the camp is well run and is led by experienced educators.  He recommended a year-end review so as to not add more paperwork to the counselor’s duties.
Mr. Yeager reviewed the Fire Department’s dock request and is exploring the Town’s options for dock structure and location.  Ms. Graham is awaiting a response from DES regarding the dock permit.  This item will be discussed further once DES input is received.

Mr. Kerr attended the Fire Department Chicken Barbeque on Saturday.  

Mr. Kerr reviewed RSA 79-D, Discretionary Preservation Easement.
The Town received a letter from a 16-year old resident who asked to volunteer to beautify the Town Recycling Center.  The Selectmen appreciated the resident’s initiative and suggested she contact the Garden Gnomes about volunteer opportunities.  Mr. Martin made a motion to deny the request for liability reasons; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed.  Ms. Graham to notify the resident with the Selectmen’s decision.  
Mr. Kerr spoke to Primex’s counsel regarding a pending issue.  
Mr. Kerr is finalizing the Road Agent contract.  A meeting will be scheduled with Mr. Peaslee once the contract is finalized.  Ms. Graham has invited Mr. Peaslee to the staff meeting July 11.  Mr. Kerr attended the Town fireworks display and commented favorably on the 250th finale.  

Correspondence:  A resident who submitted an application for a Discretionary Preservation easement has waived the 60-day deadline.  The Public Hearing will be scheduled for August 19.
The AT&T cell tower has been completed.  The Planning Board would like the Selectmen to inspect the tower to ensure that it is built to Site Plan requirements.  Mr. Yeager suggested that we require from AT&T an as-built plan including, but not limited to, access, easement, plantings.  Ms. Graham to contact AT&T for this information.
Other Business:  Sharon Teel asked the Selectmen to grant an abatement for a property with a tax lien.  Wrong ownership data in the system was discovered by the title abstractor when the lien was placed.  Mr. Kerr moved to grant the abatement as outlined; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
Mr. Yeager will check the culverts on Mountain Road to observe the effects of the recent heavy rain.

Colin Weeks has filled a sink hole in the Town Hall parking lot and will patch it once the fill level is maintained.

A building permit application was received.  Mr. Kerr will do the inspection next week.
Mr. Kerr moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:15 P.M.; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager and the motion passed.
