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Town of Sandwich

Selectmen’s Meeting:  August 19, 2013

Attendees:  Selectmen Willard Martin, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Jonathan Peaslee; Boone Porter; Dan Peaslee; John Dolan; Tim Benton, F.R. Carroll, Inc.; Ed Andrews, R&D Paving, Inc.
Mr. Martin opened the Public Hearing at 5:00 P.M. per RSA 79-D:5 to allow the residents of Sandwich an opportunity to discuss the Discretionary Preservation Easement application of John Dolan.  Mr Martin then asked for feedback from the public in attendance.  Boone Porter spoke in favor of the Mr. Dolan’s application.  Dan Peaslee questioned whether a commercial venture would be eligible for a discretionary easement.  Mr. Porter stated that the statue is silent on that point.  Mr. Yeager noted that the Selectmen will discuss the application and vote on it at the next Selectboard meeting with a full board present.  Hearing no further feedback, Mr. Martin closed the Public Hearing at 5:20 P.M.

Mr. Martin opened the Regular Meeting at 5:20 P.M.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Yeager moved to approve the Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes of August 12, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.  
Mountain Road and Palmer Hill Road Topcoat – Bids Opened:  Mr. Martin opened the following bids submitted for the Mountain Road and Palmer Hill Road Topcoat project:  R&D Paving, Inc. of Hooksett, NH submitted a bid of $89,484 (unit price $150.00 cutting/patching; unit price $73.32 topcoat); Pike Industries, Inc. submitted a bid of $91,300 (unit price $250.00 cutting/patching; unit price $74.00 topcoat); F. R. Carroll, Inc. submitted a bid of $89,540 (unit price $158.00 cutting/patching; unit price $73.30 topcoat).  All in attendance were invited to review the bids.  Mr. Yeager noted that R&D Paving, Inc. did not include the addendum page and, therefore, their bid was incomplete.  Mr. Yeager asked the other paving company representative present if he would like to challenge R&D’s bid.  Tim Benton, F.R. Carroll representative, noted that he is not authorized to make that decision but will contact the Selectmen tomorrow with his company’s decision.  The Selectmen will review the bids submitted at the next Selectmen’s meeting on August 26.
Project Update – Road Agent:  Jon Peaslee updated the Selectmen on his research into a propane replacement heating system for the Town Shed.  Ms. Graham will determine if there are funds in the Town Building Expendable Trust for this expenditure.  Pending adequate funds Mr. Martin made a motion to approve the purchase of a propane heating system for the Town Shed; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.
Mr. Peaslee has studied resources from the Local Government Center regarding tree trimming protocol.  A hazardous tree is defined as a problem tree that is out of the right of way, on private property, and is, therefore, the property owner’s responsibility.  A problem tree that is in the right of way is defined as a nuisance tree.  Mr. Peaslee suggested that he change the Hazardous Tree line in his budget to Nuisance Tree for greater clarity.
Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Yeager volunteered at the Town BBQ; performed one site visit.
Mr. Martin volunteered at the Town BBQ; performed one inspection; attended to three welfare cases.

Correspondence:  An anonymous letter regarding an event in Remick Park was acknowledged by the Selectmen.
A letter was received suggesting signage be designated for an endangered plant at Bearcamp Pond.  Mr. Martin suggested this matter be referred to the Conservation Commission.

A letter was received from a property owner near the Moultonborough border asking the Town to grant permission to Time Warner Cable to install service to this residence. (The Town of Moultonborough has a contract with Time Warner.)  Mr. Martin made a motion to approve this request but noted that if requests from additional residents are received the issue will need to be revisited; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.
Other Business:  Dan Peaslee of the Sandwich Fair Association is seeking approval from the Selectmen to remove a dangerous tree in the Library lot beside the Fair stage.  Mr. Peaslee had asked Peter Pohl to assess three trees and Mr. Pohl determined that one tree is an immediate danger. Mr. Peaslee stated that the Fair will assume the cost for taking the tree down and asked if the Town will authorize the Highway Department to cut/chip/remove the wood.  Mr. Yeager made a motion to authorize the cutting down of the tree by the Fair Association with removal services provided by the Highway Department; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:32 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Mr. Yeager; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
