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Town of Sandwich

Selectmen’s Meeting:  August 26, 2013

Attendees:  Selectmen Arthur Kerr, Willard Martin, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Jonathan Peaslee; Mr. Carroll, F.R. Carroll, Inc.; Tim Miner.
Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:00 P.M.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes of August 19, 2013 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.  
Mountain Road and Palmer Hill Road Topcoat – Awarding of Bids:  The Selectmen discussed the bids submitted at the August 19 Selectmen’s Meeting.  Although the low bid submitted by R&D Paving, Inc. did not include the addendum their bid was based on the specifications required by the Town.  After reviewing communication from Town Counsel Mr. Martin made a motion to award the bid to R&D Paving, Inc.; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed.
Discretionary Preservation Easement – Chestnut Manor:  Mr. Kerr made a motion to approve the Discretionary Preservation Easement application of John Dolan and approve an abatement of 75%; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.  Ms. Graham will create a tracking system to perform yearly reviews on properties granted Discretionary Preservation easements.
MS-4 and MS-1 Reports Review:  Ms. Graham reviewed the preliminary MS-4 (revenues) and MS-1 (valuation) reports with the Selectmen; these reports are due to the Department of Revenue on September 1.
Project Update – Road Agent:  Jon Peaslee informed the Selectmen that he has received the permit from Dig Safe for the drain for the Transfer Station.
Mr. Peaslee noted that the old trailer at the Recycling Center has been removed.  Once this area is cleared Mr. Peaslee suggested offering this space to the Woodshare Program for wood pick up by its patrons.  The current Woodshare location will continue as a wood preparation area.
The two fire pond projects have been put out to bid.
Mr. Peaslee presented a contract from Ambrose Brothers for winter sand/salt mixing, delivery and pick up.

Mr. Peaslee informed the Selectmen of a situation with a paving project on a private road that extended into a town road.  A discussion ensued regarding whether changes should be made to the subdivision regulations to provide guidelines for paving to a public road and/or add a provision to the building permit process that would serve to notify the Selectmen/Road Agent of the intended project and initiate a review.  The Selectmen suggested Mr. Peaslee address it with the Planning Board.
Mr. Peaslee is working on a culvert inventory, with over 300 listed to date.
Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Kerr was on vacation and had nothing to report.

Mr. Martin performed two building permit application inspections and attended to two welfare matters.

Mr. Yeager corresponded with R&D Paving, Inc.

Correspondence:  The Selectmen received a request from a resident for a street sign for a private road.  Since it is beneficial for 911 purposes to have all roads well-signed and uniform the Selectmen discussed authorizing the Town to pay for road signs for private roads.  Signs cost about $25/each.  Mr. Kerr made a motion to approve the expenditure of funds for the purchase of private road signs; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.
The Town of Moultonborough contacted the Selectmen regarding perambulation of 
town lines in 2014.  The Selectmen expressed their appreciation of the advance notice.  This issue and any funds associated with it will be discussed at budget meetings starting in October.
Other Business:  Tim Miner approached the board to request a waiver of a dump fee incurred by the Sandwich Children’s Center for removal of building materials by Beam Construction.  Mr. Martin made a motion to waive this fee; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:00 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Kerr; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.
