Selectmen’s Meeting:  September 30, 2013

Attendees:  Selectmen Arthur Kerr, Mike Yeager; Catherine Graham, Kelly Cox.
Public:  Jonathan Peaslee, Richard Seery.
Mr. Kerr opened the Regular Meeting at 5:03 P.M.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Kerr moved to approve the Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes of September 23, 2013 as amended; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.  
2014 Budget Discussion:  Ms. Graham and the Selectmen discussed the process for setting the 2013 tax rate and performed a preliminary review of the proposed 2014 budget.
Selectmen’s Reports:  Mr. Kerr corresponded with Ms. Graham on the Town budget.

Mr. Yeager attended the Planning Board meeting; subdivision issues were discussed.  Mr. Yeager handled one welfare case.  Mr. Yeager attended a DOT road funding meeting.

Correspondence:  The Town of Sandwich signs are in a state of disrepair, especially the sign from Holderness.  The Selectmen agreed to have the signs repaired/repainted.  Ms. Graham to follow up on this process.
Based on Ms. Graham’s research with Town Counsel and the Selectmen’s due diligence, it was determined that there is no record of a voluntary merger of the six lots in question.  Mr. Kerr made a motion to approve a town resident’s petition to unmerge Map R1 Lot 53B; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

The BTLA has decided to allow the DRA utility values to enter into the arguments for both PSNH and NHEC appeals
Our assessor, CNP ,has provided the Town with an estimate to perform the Town’s Revaluation in 2014.

The Town is in receipt of a letter from NH DOT to a North Sandwich property owner regarding paving issues.  The property owner would like to meet with the State, the Road Agent and a paving contractor to determine next steps.  

Mr. Kerr made a motion to approve a raffle permit for the Lakes Region Ice Racing Club for Sandwich Fair weekend; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.

Feedback was received from a town resident regarding changes to the Swap Shop.

The Conservation Commission and the Agriculture Commission are discussing uses for the Town’s new property on Rt. 25.  This item to be discussed at a future Selectmen’s meeting.

The Agriculture Commission is seeking feedback on the feasibility of implementing a community garden concept in Sandwich.
Dubois and King will provide an estimate and time frame for the road/bridge study for George Road per Planning Board Request.

Other Business:  Jonathan Peaslee reported the clean up of wood at the Town Shed is complete and town residents were appreciative of the free firewood.  Mr. Peaslee noted that he and Marilyn Read toured the Moultonborough Transfer Station and came away with ideas for improvement at the Sandwich Transfer Station.  Discussion ensued regarding transfer station hours; staff are tracking traffic during hours of operation.  Mr. Peaslee has obtained an estimate on moving the stone wall on Mountain Road.
Town resident, Richard Seery, presented a request to the Selectmen seeking permission to install a reflective mirror on a telephone pole across from his driveway.  Mr. Yeager noted that the pole in question is on a state road and that the selectmen will look into this issue.  Mr. Seery thanked the selectmen for their consideration of his request.
Flu shots for town employees and spouses are scheduled for Wednesday, October 9 at 12:15 p.m. at Town Hall.

Parks and Recreation update: We should have the plan on Quimby Field from Moser Engineering this week.  Leo Greene, Jr. will begin moving the skating rink items to Remick Park after the Sandwich Fair.  Mr. Greene has contacted local contractors to schedule their work.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:30 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Kerr; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.
