Selectmen’s Meeting:  August 3, 2015

Attendees:  Selectmen Mike Yeager, Fritz Kerr and Bud Martin; Admin:  Catherine Berg and Jennifer Wright

Public:  Dave Cribbie, Sharon Teel, Ted Call, Ole Anderson, Jon Peaslee, and Jim Hambrook
Mr. Yeager opened the meeting at 5:00 P.M.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the minutes of July 27, 2015 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed.  

Sewer Tank Replacement Update:  Mr. Dave Cribbie, G.W. Brooks and Son Inc., provided the Selectmen with pictures of the chain link fencing they took down at the fairgrounds.  A 120 foot section of the fence is in bad shape; however, the damage had been hidden by the pine trees that had recently been removed.  Over the years limbs had fallen on the fence, and the top pole was missing.  In addition, the fence was buried in the ground approximately nine inches.  Mr. Cribbie stated they can put the existing fencing back up, although it is unsightly, or a new top pole and fabric can be purchased to repair the fence.  Mr. Jim Hambrook stated he would contact the Sandwich Fair Association and the Highway Department to see if they have any leftover fabric.  A discussion about landscaping followed, and Mr. Cribbie provided the Board with an overview of the proposed schedule for the next couple of weeks.  Mr. Cribbie reported he spoke to Fire Chief Ted Call regarding testing plans, and they are all set.

Staff Meeting

Town Clerk/Tax Collector
- Mrs. Sharon Teel reported that Sewer Bills will be ready soon.

- Civil forfeiture was given to property owners for five unregistered dogs

- Mrs. Jennifer Martel will be attending the third year of a four-year Town Clerk / Tax Collector Certification Course next week in Concord.

Highway Department
- Mr. Jon Peaslee inquired whether or not the Selectmen had inspected the nuisance trees on a section of Mt. Israel Road.  Mr. Kerr had inspected the marked trees and agreed with Mr. Peaslee’s recommendation. 

- NHEC has been working on Sandwich Slopes Road replacing their underground electric.  Mr. Peaslee reported that Fairpoint has elected not to work on upgrading their phone lines while the ditches are open.  Their lines will remain barely under the tar which is problematic for any future road work.  Due to the town raising the road, the town will replace two culverts and assume the cost.

- Meadowbrook Property (R1-35):  Bryant Paving will be paving the entrance in a few weeks.  The cost will be approximately $1500, which will be funded by the Conservation Commission.  

- The Town’s overflow boat parking area has been cleaned up by the Highway Crew.  Next year Mr. Peaslee will look to create a second entrance, so it can be an easy in/out.  

- The Highway Crew has been working on a section of Dale Road near Mt. Israel Road.  Mr. Peaslee will be working with landowners to get permission to cut trees in order to increase ditching as was recommended by the Town’s Engineer, Mr. Mark Moser.  

- Property owners have raised concerns again about vehicles not obeying the stop sign located at the intersection of Mt. Israel Road, Diamond Ledge Road and Grove Street.  This area continues to be very problematic.  The Selectmen will follow up with the Police Chief.

Parks and Recreation
- Mr. Ole Anderson reported that Old Home Week is in full swing and going well.

- Mr. Anderson was one of the first on scene at a recent accident in front of the Post Office.  A bystander later told him that the town should consider putting a crosswalk in at this location.  Mr. Anderson said he would share with the Selectmen at the next meeting.

Correspondence:  

- The Selectmen’s Office received an email from an upset property owner who feels the beaches are not patrolled enough.  The individual stated they see too many vehicles which do not have a sticker or guest pass.  The email was forwarded to the Police Chief, who in turn provided a follow-up response to the Selectmen.

- Berkowitz Subdivision:  Mr. Nick Sceggell met with Mr. Jim Hambrook and Mr. Jack Cook (Ambrose) during his recent inspection.  Mr. Sceggell will inspect again in late August.

- The Bearcamp Pond Association is concerned about the phosphorus levels in the pond.  They thought it might be due to sediment washouts from the bridge on Middle Road.  Their concerns were forwarded to Mr. Peaslee for review.  It was noted that some logging operations have been conducted on Middle Road, which may also have contributed to the increased levels.  The Association requested that Mr. Peaslee review environmentally sensitive road maintenance information for dirt and gravel road, which is provided by the U.S. Forest Service.                               

Other Business:

- Selectmen’s Old Home Week Potluck BBQ is on Sunday, August 09. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 5:50 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Yeager; motion seconded by Mr. Martin, and the motion passed.  The Summer Town Meeting will begin upstairs at 6:00 PM.
