Selectmen’s Meeting:  February 2, 2015

Mr. Kerr opened the meeting at 5:00 P.M.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the minutes of January 12, 2015 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.  
2015 Warrant Article Review:
Ms. Graham provided each Selectman with the draft Warrant for their final review.  She then listed those Special and Petitioned Articles which require a Selectmen vote:
Article 5:  Boundary Line Adjustment with Sandwich Fair Association.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 6:  Layout of Heard Road.  The Selectmen discussed some of the issues associated with this proposal, specifically the snow dump and turnaround location for the Town trucks.  The layout of the Road will not include the Brady Sullivan property, but will end at their property line, at the guard rails.  After discussion the Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 12:  Electrical Upgrades at Central Fire Station.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 13:  Discontinue Life Safety Building Capital Reserve.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 16:  Paved Roads.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 17:  New dump truck.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 19:  Notch Road repairs.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 21:  Establish Highway Shed Roof Capital Reserve.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 22:  Transfer Station Operating Budget.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 23:  Sewer Commissioners Article. The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 28:  Deposits to Capital Reserves.   The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 30:  Library Budget Petition.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 32:  Tri-County Cap Petition.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 33:  Community Food Center.   The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 34:  Northern Human Services. The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 35:  Senior Meals.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 36:  Wellness Center.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 38:  Central NH VNA & Hospice.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.  

Article 39:  Interlakes Caregivers. The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 40.  CC Transit.   The Selectmen voted not to support this Article.
Ms. Graham reminded the Selectmen that tomorrow, February 3rd , the Petitioned Articles are due so there may be more coming on which they have to vote.

Highway Update:
Mr. Peaslee reported the diesel fuel pump at the Highway Shed is no longer working.  He has temporarily fixed the problem and is working with a company to try and repair these very old pumps.
Mr. Peaslee reported the 2002 International dump truck will be down for at least two weeks while it is undergoing a major repair.  Cost estimate, at least $5,000.
Other Business:  
The Town Administrator in Moultonboro sent out a summary of a proposed House Bill which will change the perambulation requirements.  

The Quimby Trustees sent in a letter which itemized those projects which they will fund in 2015; Ms. Graham has incorporated these into the proposed budget.
Department of Environmental Services notified all Towns of their changes to the septic permitting process, effective February 1. 

The property owner of Map R11 Lot 30 is asking for an extension to his building permit to replace his septic system.  The original building permit was approved on September 22, 2014 and expires on March 22, 2015.  If granted, the new expiration date of this building permit is September 22, 2015.  Mr. Kerr moved to approve the building permit extension request for the property owner of R11 Lot 30; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager and the vote was unanimous.

Ms. Graham reminded the Selectmen the audit is scheduled to start tomorrow, February 3rd and will continue through Friday, February 6th.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Yeager; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed unanimously.
