Selectmen’s Meeting:  February 9, 2015
Attendees:  Selectmen Arthur Kerr, Bud Martin, and Mike Yeager; Admin:  Catherine Graham.

Mr. Kerr opened the meeting at 6:00 P.M.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Martin moved to approve the minutes of January 26, 2015 and February 2, 2015 as written; motion seconded by Mr. Yeager, and the motion passed.  
2015 Final Warrant Article Review:
Ms. Graham informed the Selectmen they had two more petitioned articles to vote on for the Warrant:
Article 31:  Starting Point.  The Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Article 42:  Sandwich Children’s Center.  After discussion, the Selectmen voted to unanimously support this Article.
Ms. Graham reminded the Selectmen of the Budget Hearing format and provided them each with a budget review worksheet.  She also set up the date for them to sign the Warrant and MS-636 (DRA formatted Budget) so it could be notarized and posted throughout Town.

The Selectmen reviewed and finalized the Selectmen’s Report and Warrant Narrative.

Highway Update:
Mr. Peaslee reported the cost for the repair of the diesel tank pump will be $4,000.  

He provided an update on the truck that is undergoing major repairs – it should be ready by Wednesday afternoon.
Other Business:  
Ms. Graham shared the survey with Dan Peaslee which Jim Hambrook created for the proposed boundary line adjustment between the Town and Sandwich Fair Association.
Future public hearing proposals were discussed, including the change to the Transfer Station fees, change to the facility use fine, and changes to building permit fees.  

The Town received another gift from White Sylvania Trust:  $1,000 to Police Department, $1,000 to Highway Department, $1,000 to Transfer Station, $1,000 to Parks and Recreation, and $1,000 to Conservation Commission.  Ms. Graham will schedule a public hearing to accept the gift.
Ms. Graham reviewed an assessment correction based on a property owner’s call to the Town’s Assessor.  After the Assessor corrected the data on the property card, the property assessment was reduced by $71,700.  The Selectmen will read through the information further to determine if abatement should be awarded or not.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50 P.M. on a motion by Mr. Yeager; motion seconded by Mr. Kerr, and the motion passed unanimously.
