Selectmen’s Work Session – June 13, 2016
Attendees:  Bud Martin, Toby Eaton, Bob Rowan; Sergeant Shawn Varney, Austin Wakefield; Cathy Graham

Mr. Martin opened the work session at 4:10 P.M.

Rescue Vehicle:

Chief Call asked the Selectmen to make a decision about including a new rescue vehicle in the 2017 budget.  

Ms. Graham stated there is $89,000 in the Capital Reserve for this vehicle.  

Mr. Rowan liked the idea of purchasing a demo rescue truck, but was unsure of the cost savings.  They tend to be available throughout the year.  He also noted the current rescue truck could be retrofitted into a forestry truck for the department.
After discussion, the Selectmen agreed they are open to the purchase of a rescue vehicle in 2017 but would prefer to cap the amount to $150,000.

Parking Enforcement Officer:

Sergeant Shawn Varney introduced Austin Wakefield to the Selectmen as the final candidate for the Parking Enforcement Officer.  Sergeant Varney also provided the Selectmen with the results of Mr. Wakefield’s criminal background check.  

Mr. Rowan asked the age of Mr. Wakefield.  Mr. Wakefield is 19 years old.  He graduated from Moultonborough Academy and is currently enrolled in the Community College in Laconia for Fire Science.  Mr. Wakefield reported since the age of 14 he has been part of both the Police Explorer Program and the Fire Explorer Program.  He also works for the Town of Chichester three days a week (Mon – Wed) as a resident firefighter and EMT.  

Mr. Eaton moved to hire Austin Wakefield for the position of Parking Enforcement Officer for the summer of 2016; motion seconded by Mr. Rowan and the vote was unanimous.

Mr. Rowan moved to adjourn the work session at 5:00 P.M.; motion seconded by Mr. Eaton and the vote was unanimous.
