Highway Department Update:

Mr. Peaslee asked the Selectmen to write a letter to a property owner on Mt. Israel Road whose driveway requires repair where it meets the road.  There is too much run-off occurring into the road and the property owner has yet to correct the issue.
Mr. Peaslee and Mr. Yeager discussed meeting to create the bid specifications for Mountain Road.  They also discussed the option of getting a bid for a fixed price for pavement/ton pre-season from a contractor who would then be awarded the Town’s paving jobs for that year.  This issue will be considered by the full Board of Selectmen.
Mr. Peaslee confirmed that the road weight limit signs will be removed on Thursday, May 1.

Mr. Peaslee noted the trees that were tagged in North Sandwich by the Public Service of NH for their scenic road cut application with the Planning Board.  After discussion of when it is appropriate to apply for a cut to the Planning Board (hazardous/nuisance), Mr. Peaslee stated he would be seeking approval in the future to cut some trees located within the ditch-line of multiple town roads.
